At the beginning of this 
month, ten days is very 
virtuous and even in them, 
the remaining 3 days from 
the date 9 means from the 
date of Arfah are more 
virtuous.    
  The Prophet  said 
that: There is no day like 
this in which the Allah loves 
the worship of his worshiper 
prefer you more than 
Zilhajjah, (so that) every 
single day of fasting is equal 
to one year of fasting. And 
worship of each and every 
night is equal to worship of 
Shab-e-Qadr. (Ibne Majah, 
Tirmizi)      
       The Prophet  said that 
Arfah’s Fasting is equal to 
one thousand days of 
Fasting.

             (2) Importance of Qurbani                            

             Sacrifice is a precious 
worship. It has started from 
Hazrat Adam  till Ummat-e- 
Muhammadiya. Every Religion 
and nation is implementing it. 
  It is stated in Qur’an 
Kareem that. Translation : We 
are told to do a Qurbani of 4 legs 
animals in the name of Allah. 
Whatever Allah gives us.” (Surah 
Hajj-34).       
  The Practice (amal) of 
Sacrifice (Qurbani) is very 
important from the era of Hazrat 
Ibrahim  so that’s why this 
sunnah is also known as a 
Sunnat-e-Ibrahimi. Hazrat 
Ibrahim  offered his son Hazrat 
Ismail   as a sacrifice for the 
sake of Allah’s consent. In the 
memory of this sacrifice every 
Muslims make sacrifices to 
produce Ibrahimi soul.  There is 
a lesson to be learned from this 
Sacrifice (Qurbani) that you 
should obey the orders of Allah 
Ta’ala and do Sacrifice (Qurbani) 
and leave the love for money and 
property. And only love for the 
Allah Ta’ala should remain in our 
heart. Like Sacrifice, remaining 
all worship’s (ibaadat) main aim 
is to convince Allah.

                 (3) Supremacy of Qurbani 

              Supremacy of Sacrifice is 
included in Ahadith. Some of them are 
stated below.(1) Hazrat Zaid bin Akram 
 said that Sahaba asked Rasulullah 
 that “Ya Rasulullah  what is this 
Qurbani) means?” (What is the status 
of Qurbani?). Aap  stated that this is 
the Sunnah (and the way) of your 
father Ibrahim  Sahaba (R.A.) asked 
to the prophet Muhammad  that what 
we will get from this Qurbani or deeds? 
The prophet Muhammad  that they 
will get one neki for one hair. Sahaba 
(R.A) asked repeatedly what we will get 
instead of Qurbani? The prophet 
Muhammad  that he will get goodness 
(neki) equal to their hair(Ibne Majah-226) 
(2) On the day of Eid-ul-adha no good 
deed will be more beloved and preferred 
by Allah Ta’ala than Qurbani. And on 
the Day of Judgment the Qurbani 
animal will come with its own hair, 
horns and hooves. And this   animal 
gets Allah Ta’ala’s consent before his 
blood dropping on the floor. So you 
have to do Qurbani with happy 
heartily.(Jamea Tirmizi-275)  (3) Hazrat 
Ibne Abbas  told that Rasulullah   
told that to spend on any expenses in 
the sake of Allah on the day of Eid-ul-
Adha or the day of Qurbani is more 
valuable than the expenses made on 
the other days of the year.

   (4) On whom the Qurbani is 
             Wajib (rightful)? 

    Sacrifice is Rightful (Wajib) on 
every person who has wealth.Whoever 
pay Sadqahtul-Fitr should do 
Sacrifice(Qurbani)(Fatawa Hindia-5/360)
  Remember that if anything in 
the house is not necessary but for 
mere showcase, or is kept in the 
house, or it is not used in one year 
then that things also included in 
wealth. (Radul Mukhtaar-3/346) 
Note: It is permissible for a man to 
take his share of the Aqeeqah in the 
animal of Sacrifice (Qurbani)
 (Fatawa Aalamgiriya-5/375)   
   We can use Qurbani animal’s 
skin for personal use. e.g. we can 
make prayer mat (Musalla) or liquid 
container out of it. However we 
cannot sell this things and used 
money instead it is rightful (wajib) to 
give scholars of fiqah. (Aalamgiri-3/372)  
.        So it is better to give Qurbani 
animal skin to deeni Madarasa and 
the students of Jamia because in this 
way we get sawab by helping them 
and it is the way of helping ilm-e-
deen.

(2) Huzoor  ordered that whoever is 
kept in Arfa’s Fasting, and then 
continuous two years of sin will be 
forgiven. (Targib)                                   

(3) The Prophet  said that one who 
remain awaken in the night of Eid in the 
sake of reward then his heart will remain 
alive when all people’s heart will dead 
means at the day of Judgment.                     
(4) Takbeer-e-Tashreeh: From the prayer 
of Fajr of the day of Arfaah (Tuesday) to 
the ASR of 13th date (Saturday), after 
every prayer Men and women should 
speak loudly this Takbeer. 

 Allahu Akbar, Allahu Akbar, La Allah 
Illallahu, wallahu Akbar, Allahu Akbar, 
Walillahil Hamd.    
  This Takbir is known as “Takbir-e-
Tashreek”. This Takbeer is speaking in 
total 23 Prayers.

    (6) Necessary Precautions    
.  Related related to Qurbani 

          
 Islam has made a lot of suggestions 
regarding making Sacrifice. It must be kept in 
mind that it should not be the case that the 
performance of one act of worship violates other 
Islamic Commands and teachings. For this the 
focus should be on the following commands and   
teachings.  (1) Islam has given a very strict 
order that no one else should be harmed any of 
its actions (Attargib Wattargib: 3/239) (2) The 
Prophet Muhammad  said that do not make 
dirt in the path of people & then also whoever 
does so then may Allah, Angels of Allah and all 
the people curse him. (Attargib, Wattargib 
1/81) (3) The Prophet Muhammad  ordered to 
keep own house and yard clean and has 
declared filth as an un-Islamic act. (Tirmizi : 
2/107) (4) The Prophet Muhammad  said that 
if the good deeds of my ummah were presented 
to me, then the best execution of those deeds 
was the removal of the obstruction from road. 
(Ibne Majah) 

        In the light of the above hadith of Huzoor 
 every Muslims has to make a Sacrifice in 
such a manner that he does not throw 
unnecessary parts of the Sacrifice in the road, 
but buries it in the right place. Work secretly 
with the curtains and sidewalks in a systematic 
way so that no one gets in trouble. Sacrifice is 
worship, so perform worship in such a way that 
the main purpose of worship is not killed.  

         Special care should be taken not to adopt 
any kind of Malpractice & immortality in the 
holy worship of Sacrifice (Qurbani) which would 
bring Islam and Muslims into disrepute and 
special care of cleanliness is required. Sacrifice 
should be made in such a way that worship 
remains glory.

needs. And is equal to Sadaqah and 
however the creatures of Allah 
(Human, animal, birds etc.) get this 
benefit of trees then reward will 
automatically written in their scrolls 
of deeds.

He 
said to Hazrat Umar R.A. that your tax 
reaches to us but it does not have the date 
Hijri year on it.If it is there, it will become 
easy to manage.According to the opinion of 
Hazrat Umar r.a., it was decided that the 
date and the year should be based on 
migration. The migration from Makkah to 
Madina took place on the 12th of Rabiul 
Awwal. But the beginning of the year was 
kept  from Muharram because, the decision 
of migration from Makkah to Madinah was 
taken at the very end of 13th year of 
prophethood, in the end of month of Zilhajj.
 The Hijri (islamic calendar)of Muslims 
also has a special peculiarity (feature). As 
many calendars are prevalent in the world's 
religions, they are usually associated with 
the commemoration of a famous person's 
birthday or some joyoussocial occasion. But 
Sun Hijri was based on the incident of Huzur 
Sal.'s migration.The story of the 
exodus(migration) teaches how an oppressed 
and helpless person can succeed in his 
mission. And how can one get out of 
hardships and difficulties and put the golden 
crown of success on his head.

   People often organize Zikr-e-Milad 
Sharif in the month of Rabiul Awwal and 
twelfth Rabiul awwal is specially 
celebrated.Some people mourn due to 
death of Rasool S.a.w. and some people 
also consider it as Eid day due to the 
birth of Rasool  but in Shari'ah it is not 
permissible to celebrate Eid Milad for any 
these reasons, whether it is in this month 
or in any other month.     
 There is no special ritual of Rabi'ul 
Awwal in the hadith, and it is not 
permissible to mourn on this day or 
celebrate it as Eid.   
 Rasoolullah  himself has said that 
Allah has given us only two Eids.
 Therefore, it is the duty of us to 
follow the decrees that Rasulullah 
Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam has decreed, 
whether this practice is in the form of 
fasting or in the form of Namaz or in the 
form of Zakat, so whatever the practice is, 
all of them should be in accordance with 
the decree of Rasulullah Sallallahu Alaihi 
Wasallam.  It is necessary to implement it

disadvantage and stinginess at the 
root of this, which is against the 
teaching of Islam’s humanity. 
Because instead of selfishness, 
Islam encourages and trains mutual 
love, empathy, sacrifice, mutual co-
operation and help in usury, the 
capitalists trap the destitute and 
poor in their ruthless clutches. 
Usury causes quarrels, jealousy, 
revolt between the poor and the rich. 
It breeds envy, hatred, malice, envy 
etc. against the rich in the poor, 
bankrupt class, poverty, 
unemployment, misery and sickness 
ignite the fire of revenge in the 
hearts of those who are troubled and 
oppressed.  

                 Interest is considered 
disliked and forbidden in Islam 
because of the same awkward, 
economic and social harms and evils 
that arise in the society. As an 
alternative to which Zakat, Sadqah, 
Fitra, Kaffara, khiarat etc wealth 
worship has been kept.

                The main purpose of the hadith is 
to describe the importance of these three 
things and to inspire them. And the 
implication of being one of the parts of the 
prophet hood is clear that the life of Prophet 
which is full of virtues and miracles and 
radiant, these three qualities are his twenty 
fourth parts. Or to build up the character of 
human being Prophet taught habit’s 
education and gave inspiration, these three 
things are the part of twenty four parts. 

(that is, good manners and patience and the 
habit and balance of working peacefully.

The Prophet Muhammad 
S.A.W. said that those who follow the practices 
of other communityhis fate will be with them. 
(Abu Dawood : 559) 
                 This likeness or resemblances are 
in eating-drinking, in living or in act it is same 
for the everyone. It is better known by the 
hadith and the act of companion (Sahaba) that 
it is not permissible to follow the practices of 
other community in their festival or also not 
permissible to celebrate happiness. Some 
Ulama (Islamic Scholars) thinks it so bad they 
order that person infidel who follows other 
community practices. It is important to avoid 
to do shopping or execution in these days to 
avoid resemblance in them.

For this, 
Allah Ta’ala said but there are, among men, 
those who purchase idle tales, without 
knowledge (or meaning), to mislead (men) 
from the path of Allah and throw ridicule 
(on the path); for such there will be a 
humiliating penalty.

            To buy a crackers or kite is bad 
used of wealth. And it is stated in Qur’an 
paak that “Lo!

                   Most People assume that 
keeping fast on the 27th of Rajjab equals to 
one thousand of fast. So that’s why it is 
called as “Hazaari fast”. But this virtue 
has no proof. Because most of accustom 
are weak about this fast. So do not 
assume to keep this fast as Sunnah. If 
anyone do not assume this fast is equal to 
thousand fast and keep this fast as for 
virtuous then it has no problem. Like it 
has written in Shaami.  
 
            Moulana Thanwi Reh. said that if 
it is not then how can it is sabit to keep a 
fast on this day?  If anyone keep fast on 
this day because at this night the Prophet  
Muhammad S.A.W. went to Me’raj (that 
also not right) when the Prophet 
Muhammad S.A.W. himself not keep a fast 
on this day then why we understand it as 
sunnah or virtuous? 
 
About Rajjab Kunda: It baseless custom 
of kunda of Hazrat Jaafare Sadiq Reh. Like 
that all this customs are baseless in 
shariah.

          Those who have Seven and half Tola 
gold  or fifty two and half tola silver (At 
present according to weight nearly 87 ½  gram 
gold or 612 ½ gram silver) or from both of this 
the price is equal to cash rupees or the 
,business material equal to the cash required 
to eligible for Zakat. Then it is obligatory for 
him to pay Zakat. After completing of one year 
rupees 2.50 on 100 rupees, you should pay 
Zakat. If you have debt, then after minus the 
debt from account if amount remaining is 
equal to fifty two and half tola silver left or the 
amount for business left then it is obligatory 
for him to pay Zakat. (Hidaayah) 

             If someone has some gold and some 
silver then, both of them not reach the exact 
amount of Zakat then in this situation the 
amount altogether of gold and silver, pay the 
Zakat according to them. Then it is not 
obligatory for him to pay Zakat.

                It is necessary to keepo intension for 
Fasting from dawn till 12 noon (One hour before 
sun down). The intension for kajah and the 
Fasting which has some purpose should be starts 
from dawn. The intension made after the dawn will 
not accept Fasting truly. (Hidayah, Fathul Qadir) 

           Eating sehri with determination to keep the 
Fast is also a permanant intension,so even if the 
Fast is not fixed by testimony the Fast will be 
done.(Jawahar-e-Nayyirah, Durr-e-Mukhtar) 

The things that breaks the Fasting and only Kazah 
applies: 

(1) Intentionally full of mouth vomiting. 

(2) Unintentionally water goes down from the 
throat while performs abulution. 

(3) Smoking beedi, cigarette as well as taking 
fragrance fron incense stick aur frankincense. 

(4) Anything in the teeth is as big as chickpea, if it 
is eaten or taking these things from mouth and 
again eats, even if it is smaller than chickpeas, 
Fasting is broken. 

(5) To take enema. 

(6) If anyone assume that it is night and eat after 
the dawn. 

(7) Eat the iftaari by assuming it is sunset and the 
sun had not yet set. 

(8) Eating and drinking by mistake and assume 
that Fasting is broken eat intentionally. 

(9) Semen out because of touching by woman. 

(10) Breaking fasting intentionally on the days 
other than Ramadan. 

Above stated reasons for breaking the Fasting and 
only Kazah would be applied.

         The Etikaaf of the last ten (10) days of 
Ramdan shareef is Sunnat-e- Mu’aqqadah 
al-kafiyah. There Etikaaf is sunnat-e-
Mu’aqqadah in every mosque of Mohalla of 
the city or village. If no one from the 
mohalla does Etikaaf, then all the people 
will be guilty for leaving the Sunnah will be 
issued from the all the peoples of Mohalla. 

    The Etikaaf is performed in such a 
mosque, where the five daily prayers are 
performed with the congregation. Therefore 
it is not correct to performed with the 
congregation. Therefore it is not correct to 
perform Etikaaf in a mosque which is 
deserted in which people does not offer 
prayers. Women should perform Etikaaf in 
the Mosque of their house. (If no place in 
the house is decided as mosque then any 
corner can be fixed for it.) 

  It is easier for women to do Etikaaf at 
home; they also can take help from the 
people of the house and also get reward of 
Etikaaf. However, women are almost 
deprived from this Sunnah. So we have to 
try for it.
