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(453) A lesson-An Enlightening
Experience.

This experience is of one of the first
Aleem in the DabhelJame'ah who is serving
in Africa.He works upon thedeenitaalim of
children of the poor black class.Henarrated
that I was teaching (Quraan) the students in
the madrasah. There was a kid outside the
class who was wearing only shorts and was
saying something in his language.l asked
one of my student what he was saying , he
was saying that “Teach (Quraan) me too.”
I called him to me and started teaching him.
He was intelligent, he memorized (hifz) some
parah. Once, he ran away from class due to
my warning. [ called him again. and made
him join the class.He became a good Hafiz.
On the Hifz completion ceremony there was
anhonourable localchief guest.When that
student (Hafeez),was called by name, to give
certificate,the chief guest started crying.
There was absolute silence in majlis. When
asked for a reason, He said, this child's
(Hafeez) mother is mentally unstable and
father isnot good morally. When his mother
gave birth to him, she abandoned him due to
insanity. The women of the neighbourhood
raised him. Allah Ta'ala chose him for the
protection of His Word (Quraan). Later, that
student was chosen to participate in
worldwideQuraancompetition held in Dubai.
This proved that Allah Ta'ala chooses
whomever He wills for the protection and
service of His Deen, neither nobility nor
wealth is a hindrance for him.

Important message: If there is poverty

along with Deen, as is usually the case,
then one should not be disturbed. Rather,
one should appreciate the blessings that
Allah Ta'ala has bestowed upon him as
Quraan in the heart is the most precious
property one can ever have. He is the
chosen one from Allah s.w.t. for His service.

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(454) Badruddin Taiyabji an
Indian Lawyer, Freedom Fighter
and a Political leader.

He was the first Barrister of Bombay

high court, He was the third president of
Indian National Congress,Badruddin Taiyabji
was born on 10 october, 1844 in a rich
family. He completed his study in England in
1867. He became famous as a lawyer. He was
appointed to the Bombay bench in 1885 and
1902. He also became the second chief
justice. Perhaps the mot beautiful for
Badruddin Taiyabji was, when he released
Tilak on Bell.

Badruddin Taiyabji strongly opposed
the unjust imprisonment of Indian leaders by
Brisish imperialism. As social reformer,
Badruddin Taiyabji played a very important
role in promoting education so as to remove
the path of backwardness and decline.
Badruddin taiyabji contributed greatly to the
establishment of the “Bombay presidency
association” and “ Indian National Congress”
In 1887 he was apponted as the leader of the
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congress session.

First he was the secreetary of the
Bombay based Anjuman e Islam then
appointed as its chairman. He emphasized on
adapting muslim education to Modern
trends. He wante3d that women must get
education so that they can get their rightful
place and rights in the society.

Badruddin taiyabji wanted,the muslims
should also get good education and become
successful person in life, for this purpose an
institute called “Anjuman e Islam” was
started by Badruddin Tayabji.Apart from this
he also formed “ the Mumbai presidency
association” to inculcate the spirit of
education among the muslims.

On 26th August 1906, he suddenly
suffered a dangerous heart attack and died at
age of 61.

Khwaja Hasan Basari R.A. said that there
are 10 qualities in a dog, out of which if a
human absorbs even one, he will reach to
the highest place of excellence. (1) Dogs
settle on a small amount of food etc.
(which is met with patience) this is the
quality of Sabirieen (patient,The steadfast).
(2) Dogs often remains hungry which is
the quality of the saliheen (The righteaus).
(3) If another dog occupies the dog's place
by force, it leaves its place silently and
goes elsewhere, it is a characteristic of
Razieen (satisfied). (4) A dog is loyal to its
owner, even if the owner hit or beat it, it
does not leave, that is the quality of the
sadiqeen. (pure hearted). (5) If its owner is
eating, it does not snatch food from him
despite his strength and opportunity, sits
and watches from a distance. This is a
sign of Miskeen (almsman-mendicant). (6)
When the owner is in the house, he sits at
the far door (near door step) so he is
willing to sit at any (low) place.lt is the
characteristic of Mutawazeen (humble,
polite) (7) If a dog is beaten or expelled
and called again, it comes immediately
and does not keep the sting of malice in its
heart.This is the quality of Khasheen
(Allah-fearing). (8) A dog having no fixed
home is the attribute of Mutawakklieen
(one who trusts in Allah). (9) He sleeps for
a short time at night is a characteristic of
the waliullah - Godly person (10) When a
dog dies,it has no inheritance,that is the
attribute of Zahidieen.(ascetics,anchorite)

permissible to celebrate Eid Milad for any
these reasons, whether it is in this month
or in any other month.

There is no special ritual of Rabi'ul
Awwal in the hadith, and it is not
permissible to mourn on this day or
celebrate it as Eid.

Rasoolullah # himself has said that
Allah has given us only two Eids.

Therefore, it is the duty of us to
follow the decrees that Rasulullah
Sallallahu Alayhi Wasallam has decreed,
whether this practice is in the form of
fasting or in the form of Namaz or in the
form of Zakat, so whatever the practice is,
all of them should be in accordance with
the decree of Rasulullah Sallallahu Alaihi
Wasallam.

As for
the dress of Tagwa (piety),that is the best.

Addressing to every human being
allahtaala says in the Holy Quran that
clothing is a great blessing of Allah. In it,
in obedience to the order of Allah, he has
given the order to hide body and satar.
Therefore, public dress covers the body
and adorns it. The above verse (aayat)
shows two benefits of clothing {1} Body
concealment {2} Body adornment

The basic purpose of 'Libas' is to
hide the satar. It is a religious, social and
visual duty to hide the women and that
part of the men body called satar. And
the first duty to be followed after Iman is
to cover the satar.

In Shari'ah, the portion from the
umbilicus (bellybutton) to the lower part
of the knee is included in the satar, for a
man, the whole body is included in the
satar except for the face, the palms of
both hands, both feet (below the takhana)

It is necessary for Muslims to adopt
the garb of pious and religious people
and stay away from the garb
(mushabahat) of  other religions.

Huzur # has decreed in a hadith that the
person who compared with the non-Muslims
people will be from among them. It is written in
the fatwamehmudiya that all these things are
illegal and criminal. (29/353) One who gives
money to honor and celebrate the festival of non-
Muslims and participates in it is Kufr. It is
necessary for Muslims to avoid (repentance) from
such actions. (Ulama e Ahnaaf , Deoband.)

Professor Dr.Samuel Beckett of the
Department of History and Research at the
University of Entrus that there is not even a
hint of this in the Ahadnama (modern Bible)
and the word Christmas does not exist in the
Bible.

Prof. Hebert Armstrong the Evangelist
of Christianity states that the word
Christmas means the Christian system. The
festival originated in the Roman Catholic
Church by non-Christians and Protestants,
not in the Bible, not in the modern Bible, or
in the writings of the faithful followers of
Jesus who were educated by him. Rather, the

festival was introduced to the Roman
Catholic Church by pagans in the 4th
century AD.

In short, according to the teachings of
the Quran and Ahadith, Allah says in the
Quran "O you who believe! Do not befriend
the Jews and the Christians; they are friends
to each other (for your enmity)".

From the study of Ahadith, it is clear
that Prophet Muhammad(pbh) strongly
disliked that any happiness celebrated
during the period of ignorance should have
any influence on the Muslims.

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(497) Purpose of human creation:

Nowadays these kind of words are heard from some
people that Allah has created human beings to serve humanity, to
help them in the sufferings of others.Worshiping, Namaz, Rozah,
Tasbih etc. is not the basic purpose of human beings, there are also
angels for that. While Allah Himself has shown that the purpose of
creation of man is that man should worship Allah, and “ I did not
create the Jinns and the human beings except for the purpose that
they should worship Me (Surah Zaariyaat-56)

In fact, from the point of view of Shariah, not only Namaz, Rozah

is worship, but implementation of Shariah order in every department
of life is worship.
There are two types of worship.(1) Direct worship: like Namaz,
Rozah, Hajj, Zakat, etc. whose purpose is nothing but the worship of
Allah. (2) Indirect worship: Those acts which are done for worldly
gain, but when the injunctions of the Sariah are obeyed for the sake
of Allah, then they also become worship, such as doing business or
making profit in goods. But if it is done in accordance with the
decrees of the Sariah to seek the leave of Allah, then it becomes a
great act of worship. Up to this point, encouraging virtues for a
merchant who trades in such a manner are stated in hadiths such as
in one hadith that 'a true and honest merchant will be with the
Ambiya,the martyrs and the Siddiques on the Doomsday'. (Tirmizi Sharif)
There are basically five divisions in Islam. (1) Religion Belief
(Agaaid) (2) Prayers (Ibadaat) (3) Affairs(Maamlat) (4) consuetude
(Social Behavior) (5) Character. of which the first two sections are
direct worship, while the last 3 sections are indirect worship.If you
think about it, it will be clear that the last 3 sections are related to
the service of the believer. It is necessary for a Muslim to bow down
in Sajdain front of Allah and to make as many efforts as possible to
help people in their sufferings. Thus worshiping Allah and serving the
faith, but serving humanity alone is not enough to be a Muslim and
avoid the punishment of the Hereafter.

I[slam has ordered to say
Assalamu Alaykum (ww) at the time of
meeting and wa alaykumus salam (ww)in
response. Prophet Muhammad # said a
muslim has a right over another muslim
to respond to his salam’.Salam is a dua to
ask for Rahmat (Grace) from Allah,while it
is means of increasing love and
brotherhood among one another and
removing divisivness.

(3) When some one comes to the
meeting(majlis),he should be given a place

(salam) and then talk.Hzarat Jabir bin
Abdullah«#: narrates the decree of the
propheti# that “Assalam Qablal Kalam”
means Salam should be done before
conversation (tirmizi sh.2699)

Allah ta’ala says in the Qur’an that"...
When you enter homes,greet one another
with salam, a greeting prescribed by
Allah, which is blessed,pleasant...(surah

Jannah until you believe and you will not be
full of faith until you love one another, shall I
not show you something that when you act on
it You will become lovers with each other. It is
to spread Salam within you.(Muslim sh.196)

Hazrat Abdullah bin Umar# states that if
no one is already present in the house, greet
them with the words *Assalamu Alayna wa ala
Ibadilla hissaliheen. Greeting the family is a
sign of goodness and blessing as the Propheti:
said, son! When you go to your household, say
Salam, that Salam will be a reason for
blessing for you and your household. timiz sh.269s)

In this way, even when going out of the
house, it is prescribed to greet the
householders. The Prophet # said that when
you enter the house, greet the householders
and when you leave the house, greet your
householders with the salam. (to be continued...)

“I osms~/ It is makruh to salam these people.
(1) A person who offers prayers (2) A person who
recites the Qur'an (3) A person who is engaged in
the dhikr of Allah or Deen (4) A person who recites
a hadith (5) A person who recites a sermon
(Khutba) (6) A person who listens to these five
carefully should also be saluted. Apart from this,
it also includes the person who discuss Figh
(Masla-Masail), give Azan or Takbeer, as well as
young women. It is clear from this that it is billa
karahat permissible to greet (salam) elderly
women. Apart from that, when the Ustad is
teaching, the Student should salute the Ustad,
while shaving the beard.

Whose salam is not wajib to be answered :
Allah, may Allah bless him and grant him peace,
has included the following people on whom it is
not wajib to reply to the salam, among whom is a
person who is engaged in prayer, who recites the
Qur'an, recites dua, zikr, khutba or labaik, One
who is engrossed in eating or drinking. One
engrossed in Takbeer or Azan, during natural
defecation, while lying down, while in the
bathroom, a mad person, an adulteress, a young
woman who greets,

The manner of salutation (salam) is that a
person riding a horse do salam a person walking,
a person standing or walking salam a person
sitting, a small one salam to older one, and a
small congregation (group) greets (salam) a large
congregation, the person behind greets the person
in front.
