                               Month of Moharram :    
      Significance and Importance (2) 
Yavme Ashura : The tenth date of Moharramul 
Haram is called Ashura, this day has a special 
significance. Fasting on this day was earlier 
obligatory in Islam. It is narrated from Hazrat Ayesha 
Siddiqa R.A. that the Meccans used to fast of Ashura 
every year and the Prophet (S.A.W) also kept this 
fast. After emigration and came to Madinah, the 
Prophet (PBUH) himself kept this fast and ordered 
the Sahabah to keep this fast as well. But when 
fasting of Ramadan was made obligatory, then the 
merit of fasting of Ashura was lost.(Mo’atta Imam Malik) 
 For the day of Ashura two things have been 
specially shown in the Shariat (1) Fasting (2) Keeping 
a big heart in food and drink for the children.   

Tenth of Muharram was a revered day even 
among earlier ummahs before the rise of Islam. On 
this day Bani Israel and Hazrat Musa al. Were freed 
from Pharaoh’s oppression. And Pharaoh was 
swallowed up in the sea with all his army. Jews used 
to fast on this day to celebrate this. prophet  
decreed that we are more worthy to fast on that day 
and specifically decreed that we will increase it by 
one day so we should fast for two days so as not to 
be compared to the Jews.  

There are many virtues of fasting on the day 
of Ashura. The Prophet  said that I hope from Allah 
that fasting on the tenth of Muharram will atone for 
the sins of the previous year. (Tirmidhi)  

Apart from this, reciting Qur’an and other 
good deeds should be done for Isale Sawab. It is 
necessary to avoid the wrong manners- customs, 
drumming, dance-songs, Mourning etc. Which are 
un-Islamic criminal activities.

It is narrated from Hazrat Abu 
Saeed Khudri (R.A) that the Prophet 
(S.A.W) said: Avoid sitting on the 
road! The Sahaba (R.A) asked: O 
Messenger of Allah: We do not leave 
without sitting, we sit there and 
converse. Rasulullah (S.A.W) said: 
When you cannot escape without 
sitting, then pay the right of road! The 
Sahaba (R.A) asked: What is the right 
of the road? Prophet (S.A.W) decreed: 
Keep your gaze low, avoid causing 
trouble to anyone, answer the salam 
and enjoin good deeds, refrain from 
evil talk. 

 
Huzur (S.A.W) has shown the 

five rights of the road. (1) Protecting 
your gaze. (2) To save others from 
trouble. (3) Responding to salaam. (4) 
Enjoining goodness. (5) Restrain from 
evil. 

  
       The explanation is not to cause 
trouble to anyone on the way. E.g. 
Save others from trouble while 
walking and passing. Rights of way 
also include that shopkeepers in 
markets should not place things in 
front of their shops in such a way as 
to cause inconvenience to  passers-by 
or the vehicle should not be parked in 
a place which causes trouble to 
passersby.

         (554) Independence movement
                     and the Muslims 

The contribution of Muslims in India’s freedom 
movement has been naturally large and eye-
catching. The main reason why Muslims have played 
a role as leaders and guides in the freedom struggle 
was that when the British started to take over India 
and gradually one by one state and region came 
under their rule, Muslims were ruling over a large 
part of India. Fatah Ali Khan Tipu Sultan (AD 1799), 
ruler of Mysore, was the first hero to recognize the 
menace of slavery. Who realized with his foresight 
and intelligence that the British would continue to 
occupy one state and region in this way and if no 
organized force came forward to confront them, they 
would make the whole country their puppet so they 
started a war against the British with their full arms, 
equipment and military might. For this he prepared 
the kings and nawab of the country for war. Who 
fought valiantly against the British. The dreams of 
the British were on the verge of being shattered but 
at such a time the British took the southern rulers 
with them so that they sacrificed their lives heroically 
on the battlefield of Sarangapatam on 4th May 1799. 
Thus death was preferred to living under the 
merciless gaze or slavery of the British. His historical 
motto was “Better to live a day like a tiger than a 
hundred years like a goat” When the English 
Journal Horson came to know about his martyrdom, 
he stood over his dead body and said these words 
“From today India is ours.”  

The father of the nation Mahatma Gandhi 
praised Tipu’s patriotism and bravery in an article of 
Young India and said that ‘There was no such hero 
among the martyrs of the country and the

   (555) Independence movement    
and the Muslims               

Muslims and Muslim scholars were involved in the movement to establish the Indian 
National Congress in 1884, Judge Badruddin Taibji was one of the founders of the Indian 
National Congress and the first Muslim President of the Indian National Congress. In 1902, he 
became the first Hindi Chief Justice of the Bombay High Court. In which the fourth session of 
the Congress was held in 1887 in Madras, whose president was Badruddin Taibji. Some 
Muslims favored a separate front but the majority, including Muslim scholars and thinkers, 
were in favor of supporting the Congress and participating in political and communal 
movements. In 1888 Molana Mohammad Ludhayanvi Sahib brought out a religious book of 
his own calling for Muslims to join the Congress, which had the approval of the scholars of 
Baghdad and Medina in addition to India. The most ardent scholar among the Muslim 
scholars of India Molana Rashid Ahmad Gangohi and Molana Lundullah Aligarhi (rah.) were 
also included.  

In 1850, the British planted the seeds of power in Plassey battlefield in India through 
deception and conspiracy, in a period of one hundred years, they established their power over 
the whole of India by trying the crooked policy of Sham, Dam, Dand. Against the oppression 
and exploitation policy of the British, the Hindu-Muslims of unbroken India joined shoulder-
to-shoulder movements for the liberation of the motherland, in which the first hero to 
recognize the threat of slavery in India was Fatah Ali Khan Tipu Sultan. Among the leaders of 
the revolt of 1857 were Bahadur Shah, the last Mughal emperor of Delhi, Molvi Ahmad Shah 
of Fezabad, Begum Hazrat Mahal of Ayodhya, Molana Mohammad Ali, Molana Shokatali, 
Molana Ubaidullah Sindhi, Molana Hussain Ahmad Madani, Molana Abul Kalam Azad, 
Justice Badruddin Taibji, Shaikhul Hind Maulana Mahmudul Hasan, Maulana Abudalbari 
Firangi, Azimullah Khan, Maulana Hasrat Mohani etc. Float on the pages of history.

Zakir Hussain made important contribution to national service. But 
other Muslim scholars sacrificed their time and energy behind 
educational work, social reform works and madrasas. A distinct 
educational structure was created in madrasas, where thousands of 
students completed their studies and obtained degrees and 
propagated the ideals of education, equality and brotherhood.  
 Molana Abul Kalam Azad during his eleven years as Education 
Minister contributed significantly to streamlining India’s current 
advanced educational infrastructure. Molan Azad is credited with 
establishing compulsory free education, the Indian Institute of 
Technology and the University Grants Commission. His birth day is 
celebrated as National Education Day for educational change and 
advanced ideas.         
 The formation of the University Grants Commission (UGC) All 
India Council for Technical Education (ACTE), Kharagpur Institute of 
Higher Education, the University of Education Commission, the 
Secondary Education Commission is noteworthy. IISC School of 
Architecture and Planning, Jamia Millia Islamia and IIT Kharagpur 
were founded by Molana Azad.

  (562) First time Hadith came 
     to Gujarat in India... 

 700/800 years ago, Hadith lessons were held in 
Ahmedabad and at that time Sheikh Abul Makki (R.H.) 
wrote a book named Fathulbari with his own hand. (17) 
Seventeen parts of it are available in Mahmudshah 
Badshah Qutub Khana in Ahmedabad. This is because 
Gujarat is a coastal region of India.    
 Rabi’a bin Sabih who was a Tabe-Tabi’ee, who has 
three traditions in Bukhari Sharif. This Rabi’a bin Sabih 
was a Muhaddis (Master of Hadith) of very high rank, he 
came to the banks of Narmada river and also passed away 
at a place called Bhadbhut near Bharuch. His grave is 
still there today, although it cannot be determined which 
one is his.         
 It means that the service of Hadith in India has 
taken place in Gujarat. That is why Hazrat Mawlana Abul 
Hasan Nadvi (Rah.) said that Gujarat was once the center 
of knowledge of India. People from Yemen, Syria and 
Makkah-Madinah used to come to Gujarat to acquire 
knowledge, that’s why some Gujarati surnames are 
similar to people of Arabic origin. Mawlana Yasuf Motala 
Sahab (rah.) has made a map of the surnames of 
particular Gujaratis and shows where these surnames 
originated, some similar to Syria, some Yemen, some 
Makkah and some Madinah. Mawlana Alimiyan Nadvi 
(rah.) said that Gujaratis have forgotten their history, 
otherwise no one else has done as much service to Hadith 
as they have done.

But when such impure acts are done in a holy place or at an 
auspicious time, its seriousness and evil increases a lot 
especially in holy places like Harmain Sharifain and also 
during blessed times like Tahajjud, doing such acts is a very 
serious act which is not be fitting of any Muslim.   

So the people who are doing such lousy, haram and 
impure work in places like Harmain Sharifain are not only 
committing a great sin (Gunaahe Kabeera) but are also 
inviting the punishment of Allah in the world along with the 
ruin and destruction of their hereafter. It is necessary for 
them to turn away from such sins immediately and 
completely and sincerely repent to Allah for the mistakes 
and sins they have committed so far and henceforth avoid 
such Haram and not permissible acts completely – otherwise 
there will be inquiry in the Hereafter but it may also happen 
that Allah Ta’ala will punish such people in this world to 
teach the Ummah a lesson for ruining the greatness and 
sanctity of such blessed places, may Allah show them ruin 
and shame in the world with the Akhira. Because all the 
holy places, including Harmain-sharifain, are among the 
signs of Allah and in the Holy Qur’an and hadiths, Allah has 
strictly ordered to honor these signs (Sha’aa-irullah) and 
protect them from abuse.

Otherwise, if a man’s wife and children, and for a 
woman her husband and children become trouble and torment, 
then this thing causes a lot of trouble, rather it is intolerable. 
Because if a stranger causes trouble and displeasure, then a 
person can avoid any advice from him. But if someone is treated 
badly by his own children, then surely his own children will 
become trouble and torment for him. If one of his children 
becomes ill-mannered and misbehaving, he is in his own house 
whom he is rearing, night and day in front of his eyes, eating 
and drinking from the earnings of his hard work, making fun 
and then hurting his heart and making him cry. Man cannot 
even break ties with him, cannot break the strong ties made by 
nature and cannot even throw him out of the house, but day 
and night he watches his evil actions with sad eyes, tolerates his 
bad habits and insolence and ruins his hard earned money 
behind the disobedient children. He spends his whole life toiling 
and suffering for his children, for whose relief and comfort, kept 
suppressing the relax and heartfelt desires, If that child 
becomes a torment, what can be a greater sorrow for any 
person?           
 If there is a desire in one’s heart that his child should 
become a blessing, relief and coolness of eyes instead of trouble 
and torment, then it is necessary that he should work for his 
child with worldly toil and effort but also worry about his 
correction and to provide religious education and training, 
which will create in the heart of the child the thought of the 
hereafter, the fear of Allah, the transience of the world, the 
thought of the condition that will come after death, the presence 
in the court of Allah on the Day of judgement, the account-book 
of his deeds, the worry of preparing all these things will arise.

Thus the effect of the speaker in his 
words and the writer’s heart is affected 
in his writing, So one should not be 
companionship with secular (Bedeen) 
person and should not be studied their 
books at all.    It is also 
said that even if a disbeliever writes a 
book in praise of Hazrat Muhammad 
(S.A.W), it should not be read, because 
the effect of his kufr is undoubtedly in 
his writing. Elder scholars said that do 
not even sit in the Majlis of secular 
(Bedeen) people, some people say that if 
there is something wrong, we hear it 
from one ear and discard it from the 
other ear. They said that this is wrong. 
Because some things go inside (heart) 
and get stuck, then can come out with 
difficulty.

, some children greeted him . The Prophet  
turned his hand the both cheeks of each of them 
and when he turned his hand to my cheeks, I felt 
the coolness and fragrance of his palm as if he 
had just taken his hand out of the Firdos Attar 
bottle. Qazi Ayaz (R.A) writes in Shifa (Book) that 
when one makes Musafah with Huzur  one feels 
scent for the whole day whether Nabi  has 
applied perfume or not. In the same way, when a 
child was touched on the head, he would be 
recognized by other children because of the 
scent.

person should be consulted. A Qazi and also 
a judge before deciding a case should consult 
an expert who is an experienced in that field 
for the approval of witnesses (Tasdeek) and 
after consulting him the final decision should 
be made. (Bukhari Sh.)    
 Hazrat Umar  used to implement this 
matter very zealously. Once a Hatiyyah 
named poet made a mockery of Zabarqan bin 
Badar in a poem and a case was brought to 
Hazrat Umar ’s court. Hazrat Umar  
consulted the famous poet of Islam, Hazrat 
Hassan bin Sabit  about this matter, and 
then punished Hatiyyah.

 It is not permissible to have a 
hairstyle in which one is similar to 
infidels, the Prophet (PBUH) disapproved 
of it. One should adopt the manner of 
noble people in their dress and 
appearance.      
 It is makruh to pray with bare 
headed without reason and it is very bad 
to make a habit of it. Nabi Karim (SAW) 
always prayed with his head covered.  
 First of all English hairstyle should 
not be kept which compares with Kafirs 
and Mawalis, but if one has such hair 
and it is time for Namaz then wearing a 
hat (Topi) in Namaz will not bring the 
hair forward during Sajdah. If one’s hair 
is such (stylish) that it comes forward 
while performing sajdah despite wearing 
a cap, then sajdah will be performed 
(complete) even if one makes sajdah on 
it, and there will be no problem in the 
prayer. And if the hair is removed from 
the forehead to avoid ‘Amale Qasir’ 
(doing such a thing as to make a distant 
observer believe that one is not praying – 
not in prayer) then it is also permissible.

Now it was not 
possible for people to bring vehicles to their 
homes. You are enjoying the occasion and 
others are suffering because of you, you have 
committed a sin by causing suffering to others, 
you commit an immoral act – but today no one 
considers that it’s a sin. Most of people 
understand that this is only against the rules of 
the Municipal Corporation and it is not a sin.
 The teaching of Nabi Karim  is that your 
job should be to remove the trouble from the 
road, not to put the trouble on the road and 
block people’s way, to block people’s way is to 
cause trouble to people, and it is a Gunaahe 
kabirah. But today we have understood these 
things separately from the Deen. In fact, don’t 
think that only performing Namaz, Rozah is 
Deen, rather our whole life and every act of life 
is a part of Deen so save yourself from doing 
things that cause trouble to others.    
 Hazrat Mufti Shafi sahab (Rah.) used to 
say that causing trouble to a Muslim is a 
serious crime (Gunaahe kabirah). It should be 
avoided in the same way as theft, assault, 
adultery, drinking etc. are avoided.

Nowadays we have understood all these things 
as separate from Deen, as if these things have 
nothing to do with Deen. Some people come to 
pray in the mosque and leave the vehicle in 
such a way that other people cannot take out 
their vehicle, this person thought it was a good 
thing to pray but did not understand that 
parking the vehicle wrongly is a sin. The Prophet 
 has said that every act that causes harm or 
difficulty to others is also an evil act and 
includes an act of sin, which should be avoided. 
         If 
you cannot bring relief or benefit to others, 
atleast do not cause suffering to others – today 
we have understood such things as completely 
separate from Deen. We do not care that we do 
not cause trouble to anyone. We all hear this 
hadith that removing things from path (road) 
that cause trouble to others is a righteous act 
but we do not act on it.

 So there is no remorse or shame for some 
act, besides no one raises a voice against it so 
that people understand that all this is 
permissible. In fact this act is impermissible and

road. In a hadith, Nabi Karim  said that ‘The part in 
front of the house, it is the duty of every householder to 
keep it clean.”(Tirmidhi Sh.2099)   
 This is the rule of the Municipality corporation 
which the Prophet  has decreed. It is the duty of every 
person to keep the area in front of his house clean, not 
to litter it, because when people pass by, it will cause 
trouble to people, and causing trouble to a Muslim is a 
serious crime (Gunaahe kabeerah). But people today do 
not understand that this is also a part of Deen.   
 When removal of troublesome things from the 
path is one of the divisions of faith, then how big a crime 
would it be to throw troublesome things into the path?
 Now a days people write advertisements or other 
pamplets on the walls or stick posters on the walls. 
Using it on someone’s wall without their consent, 
regardless of whether it’s for a religious program, is a 
form of theft. This is the same crime as stealing and 
dacoity. This is how people act today usually and this 
includes those who do the work of Deen.

 They asked that Amirul Mu’aminin! There is no 
mention in it that marriage will also take place and a wife 
will also be found. Hazrat Umar  said that you are a 
strange person!

When there is a promise of children, it means that 
there will be a marriage and as a result you will have 
children.         
 This is the understanding of religion and the 
blessing of knowledge that comes from the companionship 
of people of Allah. We read these verses, but no one pays 
attention to the fact that by doing Istighfar, there is also a 
promise from Allah to get married, to get a wife (to get 
worldly happiness and prosperity).

Once Hazrat Saad 
bin Ubada  fell ill, Huzur  asked that what is 
the condition of my brother Saad? They replied 
that he was good, then Huzur  said to the 
people who were present there: “Who among you 
will visit him?” So the condition of poverty of the 
Sahabah at that time was that they says that at 
that time we had no shoes on our feet, no hats 
on our heads, and no full clothes on our bodies, 
in such a condition we were ten-fifteen men with 
bare heads and bare feet went with prophet 
Muhammad  to Hazrat Saad’s house to visit 
him. (Muslim)       
 It is narrated from Hazrat Abu Hurairah  
that Rasulullah  said, “Who among you rode 
today in a state of rozah (i.e. fasted)?” Hazrat 
Abu Bakr  replied, “I kept the fast”. Prophet 
Muhammad  said: “Who among you has 
accompanied someone’s funeral today?” Hazrat 
Abu Bakr  said I have gone, Prophet  said: 
Who among you has fed the poor today? Hazrat 
Abu Bakr  said, I feeded, Prophet  said, Who 
among you has taken care of the sick today? 
Hazrat Abu Bakr  said, “I”.

             (591) Virtues of Surah Yaseen  
(1) It is narrated from Hazrat Muaqal bin Yasar 

that Rasulullah said Surah Yasin is “Kalbul Qur’an” 
means the heart of the Qur’an. Also said that whoever 
recites Surah Yasin only for the sake of Allah and the 
Hereafter will be forgiven, recite it for your the deceased. 
(Abu Dawud, Nasa’ee, Tafseer Mazhari etc.)  
 (2) In a hadith, the name of Surah Yasin is 
‘Azeema’ (Glorified – Fortunate) and in the Torah also 
‘Mu’amma’, means the one who spreads the good and 
blessings of this world and the hereafter to its reciter. 
Besides, the one who recites it is also named Sharif 
(noble, respectable). And it has been said that on the 
Day of Judgment, his intercession will be accepted by 
more people than the people of Rabi’a tribe and in one 
tradition it is also called ‘Mudafia’, which means: the 
remover of trouble from those who recite it. Besides, it 
has also got the name ‘Qaziyyah’ which means the 
fulfiller of needs.(Tafseer Ruhul Ma’ani). (3) It is 
narrated from Hazrat Abuzar that if Surah Yaseen is 
recited to a dying person, it becomes easier for him at 
the time of death (Mazhari). Hazrat Abdullah bin Zubair 
(r.a.) said that whoever recites it at the time of his need, 
his need is fulfilled. (Mazhari). (4) Yahaya bin Qaseer 
(RA) said that one who recites Surah Yaseen in the 
morning will remain happy and relaxed till the evening 
and whoever recites it in the evening will remain happy 
and relaxed till the morning. He further stated that this 
was shown to me by a person who had experienced it 
(Mazhari). (5) Huzur decreed “Whoever recites Su.Yasin 
at the beginning of the day, his needs will be 
fulfilled”.(Mishkat Sh.)

             (593) Reasons for not   
           sleeping after Fajr...  

(1) Deprived of the blessing of Rizq (ration) (Hazrat 

Usman ). (2) Sleep in the early part of the day is 

ignorance. (Haz. Khawat bin Zubair ). (3) Delay in 
earning livelihood and meeting needs (Haz.Abdullah Bin 

Amr ) (4) There is a fear of losing (ruining) one’s 

(religious) obligations. (Hazrat Ibne Zubair ) (5) Also 
dislikes the ground (earth), and expresses pain (Hazrat 

Ibne Zubair , Al-Kamah) (6) Physically, it increases 
fever, makes one lethargic. And causes dryness in the 

body (Haz. Umar .). (7) Hastenes old age (Hazrat Ibn 
Abbas) (8) Gives birth to his habit of carelessness 
(Hazrat Umar bin Abdul Aziz Rah.) (9) Angels are 
assigned to distribute the Rizq (ration) of servants early 
in the morning, so they consider sleeping people as 
exempt, and he pays attention to the (hardworking) 
people seeking sustenance (Rizq). (10) For the ummah of 
the Holy Prophet in the early morning, they are 
prohibited from making dua for blessings. (Abu Dawud-
2606) By following this ruling (Amal) of the Shari’ah, one 
can earn more livelihood (i.e. what can meet one’s 
needs) in a short period of time.    
 The explanation of the reasons for the prohibition 
is: Being deprived of daily blessings, loss of obligations. 
It is disliked due to scarcity of livelihood, and injurious 
to health. Especially making it a habit leads to many 
harms.

 Many mistakes are made in the chain of Asma ul 
Husna among the people, well printed Asma ul Husna 
are hung in the house for blessing, but no one 
remembers them, nor tries to understand their meaning, 
nor cares to bring their realities into themselves. Dears! 
Hanging is not sufficient to enter in the Jannah. An 
important thing is also that the child hifz (by mouth) the 
entire Qur’an and the Asma e Husna at the beginning of 
the Qur’an, but Hafiz does not memorize it throughout 
his life. Because the teacher did not remind him and far 
from reminding him, he did not even pay attention, 
because the teacher himself does not remember, so what 
will remind and pay attention to the children.   
 A large number of people will remember these 
names if you start reminding them in Hifz class. In some 
mosques the names are written on the wall and in some 
mosques they appear on the screen and years passes. 
But even a namazi does not remember those names, 
although if only one name is memorized daily, all the 
names will be memorized in three months. But not a 
single namazi remembers, people think these names are 
written for show. When people are so careless, if I say 
remember these names, maybe someone will remember, 
that’s why I make (suggest) remember Asma ul Husna 
first.

A Sahabi  bought a 
garden on loan and when a calamity struck 
all the fruits were ruined, there was no way 

to pay the price for it – Huzoor  said to the 

Sahaba  : Help him all together. So all the 
Sahabah took part in helping him.

                (596) The reward  
      of consolation  

It is narrated from Hazrat Abdullah 
that the Prophet (peace be upon him) said: A 
person who condolence (gives comfort to) 
someone in trouble will be rewarded the 
same. (Jaame’a Tirmizi)    
 There is a promise of forgiveness of 
sins and reward for every trouble, illness, 
and trouble of a Muslim, so whoever is in 
trouble is entitled to reward, but the person 
who sympathizes with him at that time and 
consoles him will also get this reward.  
 In another hadith, the Prophet (saw) 
said: A believer who comforts his fellow 
believer in his distress and exhorts him to 
be patient, Allah Ta’ala will clothe him with 
glory on the Day of Resurrection. (Ibn 
Majah)

                                 (597) Warning (Waeed) for forgetting    
                      the Qur'an after memorizing   
 Deliberately forgetting the Qur'an after memorizing it is a very serious sin 
and a strong warning has been given in the hadith for such person.  
 Hazrat Saad bin ubada  says that the Prophet Muhammad  saida  
person who forgets the Qur'an after memorizing will meet Allah on the Day of 
Judgment in such a condition that his hand has cut off. (Mishkat S.)  
 It is narrated from Hazrat Anas Bin Malik  that the Prophet Muhammad 
 said, 'When the rewards and punishments of my ummah were brought 
before me, and the sins of my ummah were brought before me, I did not see in 
them a greater sin than that a surah or a verse of the Qur'an had 
recited(memorized) to a person and then he forgot it.' (Mirkaat Sharhe Mishkat)
 Allama Kutbuddin Dahelwi writes that forgetting means not being able to 
read even by sight. When Imam Shafi'i says, it means that a person recites the 
Qur'an by heart, then forgets it such that he cannot recite it by heart, and it also 
means that he leaves the recitation of the Qur'an whether he forgets it or not.
 From this it can be seen that forgetting the Qur'an after learning and 
memorizing it is a great sin. Therefore, it is necessary that there should be no 
negligence and laziness in the matter of the Quran, rather the Quran should 
always be recited. A person who forgets the Qur'an due to his own mistake and 
carelessness is included in this warning(waeed). A person who keeps on 
memorizing the Qur'an with constant effort and intention but cannot remember 
it clearly due to weakness of memory or illness, it is hoped by Allah that he will 
be safe from this warning(waeed). - The expiation for forgetting the Qur'an is to 
start memorizing it again and to observe its daily recitation and to avoid the crimes. 
(Darul Ifta: Jamiya Ulume Islamiya-Binnori town. Fatawa no.144208200439)
 Forgetting to remember the Qur'an is ungratefulness and rejection of the 
blessings of the best wealth in the world, and there is a strong warning in the 
Qur'an about ungratefulness: " if you are ungrateful, My punishment is severe." 
(Surah Ibhrahim ayat:7) So forgetting the Qur'an due to negligence and 
carelessness after memorizing it is a serious sin.

 Another narration from Hazrat Abu Darda’a 

 has been copied by this topic about 
memorizing the last ten (10) verses of Surah 
Kahf, and it is copied from Hazrat Sahl bin Maaz 

 in Masjid Ahmad that Rasulullah  said that 
‘the man who recites Surah Kahf and For the 
one who recites the last verses, there is a light 
from his feet to his head, and if he recites the 
entire surah, there is a light from the ground to 
the sky. (Muslim Sh.Abu Dawood etc.)  
 There are some traditions that a person 
who recites Surah Kahf on the day of Friday will 
be lighted from his feet to the height of the sky 
which will give light on the Day of Judgment and 
all his sins from the previous Friday to this 
Friday will be forgiven.    
 Hafiz Zia Mukdisi in his book ‘Mukhtara’ 

has copied from the tradition of Hazrat Ali  
that Rasulullah  decreed that “A person who 
recites Surah Kahf on the day of Friday will be 
free from every fitnah for eight (8) days. And if 
the Dajjal comes out, this will also be spared 
from his fitna.’ (Tafseer Ibn Qaseer)

Ma’ani, narrated by Daylami that Rasulullah  
said that Surah Al-Kahf was revealed at once 
and seventy thousand (70,000) angels came with 
it, showing its glory and majesty.
